The Illinois Department on Aging administers theé  

¶ Circuit Breaker  program that provides grants to 

senior citizens and disabled adults. 

¶ Pharmaceutical Assistance program that provides 

prescription medicines for seniors and disabled 

adults. 

¶ Enrolls individuals in the SeniorCare program that 

provides expanded prescription coverage to eligible 

seniors. 
 

The Circuit Breaker is a cash grant for senior citizens and 

people with disabilities that is given every year. To file for 

2009 you may submit your application starting in February 

2010.  You have until December 31, 2010 to file for 2009.  If 

you have filed a Circuit Breaker grant in the past you will 

receive your application in the mail.   If this will be your first 

time filing, you will need the following information: 
 

¶ Proof of Age 

¶ Proof of Disability 

o Statement from your doctor 

¶ Proof of Income 

o Income limits apply 

¶ Proof of Residency 

o Rent Receipt or, 

o Proof of Property Tax

Celiac Disease 
by Sister Linda Wilson 

 
Celiac disease is an inherited digestive disorder in children 

and adults that affects the digestive process in the small 

intestine. When a person with celiac disease eats gluten, a 

protein found in wheat, rye, and barley, the immune system 

attacks the small intestine and slows down the absorption of 

important nutrients to the body. Symptoms can include gas 

and bloating, diarrhea, abdominal discomfort, weight loss, 

anemia, unexplained infertility, premature osteoporosis, loss 

of teeth, neurological disorders and in rare cases, cancer. 

 

Diagnosis is easy. In 2000, a blood test for the antibody 

became available. A positive test is usually followed up with a 

small-bowel biopsy to confirm the results, before patients are 

put on a strict diet for life. The digestive disorder is treated by 

banning wheat and other grains containing gluten from the 

diet.  

 

Celiac disease affects 1 out of 133 people in the United States. 

97% of people living with celiac disease have not been 

diagnosed. It was once thought that only Caucasians suffered 

from the disease, however it also affects African Americans, 

Asians, and Latinos. It is four times more common in the U.S. 

today than it was 50 years ago. Even with increased awareness 

about gluten-free diets and celiac, the disease remains under 

diagnosed. 

 
 

How to go Gluten Free 
 

¶ Read labels. 

¶ Look for breads that are not made out of wheat. 

¶ Gluten-free cereals are available. 

¶ No pasta. 

¶ Substitute rice-cakes for crackers. 

¶ Watch out for breaded foods (i.e., fried chicken) 

¶ Try baked chicken, fish or beef. 

¶ No beer. Wine is okay. 

¶ Veggies and fruit are all gluten free. 

 

In 2004 the Food and Allergen Labeling and Consumer 

Protection Act became law. This legislation went into effect in 

2006 and makes it possible, for the first time, for people with 

celiac disease to read a food label and determine in a few easy 

steps if a product is safe to eat. The University of Chicago 

Celiac Disease Center helped to pass this law.

Foods That 

Aid  In Burning Fat  
 

Below is a list of foods/spices that aid in the 

burning of fat from your body.  If you're on a   

diet or need to lose some extra pounds, add them to your meal. 

Almonds are high in alpha-linolenic acid, which can 

accelerate your metabolism of fats. Eat 10-12 per serving.   

Berries. Strawberries, raspberries and other vitamin C rich 

fruit can help you burn more calories in your daily exercise 

routine.  Fresh or frozen will do the job.  

Choline is one of the B-complex vitamins found in the 

lecithin of many plants that blocks the absorption of fat and 

breaks down fatty deposits.

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Cinnamon Adding 1/4 teaspoon to your plate or in your 

coffee or tea may prevent an increase insulin which tells your 

body to store fat.  

Mustard  Turmeric is the spice that gives mustard its color and 

may slow the growth of fat tissues. Use it on sandwiches 

instead of Mayonnaise or Miracle Whip.  You can also 

sprinkle turmeric on salads, such as tuna, salmon or vegetable.  

Oranges are a globose, reddish-yellow, bitter or sweet, edible 

citrus fruit, which contain fat-destroying compounds known as 

flavones (a colorless crystalline ketone), deserves to be your 

main squeeze. Eat fresh oranges or Orange Juice to get the 

most benefits. 

Sweet potatoes have a high fiber content that will keep your 

insulin more balanced than their white counterparts.  Adding 

more sweet potatoes than white potatoes to your diet is better 

for you and fewer calories mean less fat. 

Swiss cheese Foods rich in Calcium help to reduce fat-

producing enzymes and increase fat disintegration, and since 

Swiss cheese has more calcium than many other cheeses, use 

it instead. The reduced-fat variety is a better choice.  

Burning fat is a must in trying to lose weight, so eat the foods 

above to aide in your quest.

Tips For  

Preventing  

Colds/Flu 
 

 

 

¶ Wash your hands frequently, especially before 
eating and after using the bathroom.       

¶ Avoid touching your face.  Bacteria can migrate to 

your nose, mouth and eyes from your hands 

increasing your chances of getting sick.    

¶ Gargle twice a day with warm salt water or 

mouthwash.  Doing this will prevent bacteria from 

multiplying.  

¶ Clean your nostrils at least once every day with 

warm salt water.  First, blow your nose, one 

nostril at a time and then swab each with a cotton 

swab dipped in warm salt water.  Doing this will 

decrease levels of bacteria present.           

¶ Improve your natural immunity with foods 

that are rich in *Vitamin C (Citrus fruits /juices). 

*Zinc aids in the absorption of Vitamin C.             
¶ Drink warm liquids  (tea, coffee, heated fruit juices, 

etc.) 2 to 3 times a day. This will wash away 

viruses from your throat into your stomach where 

they die and can't cause any damage. 

¶ Avoid 'DAIRY' products (Milk, cheese, etc.) if you 

think you're coming down with a cold or the flu.  

Dairy products increase the mucous in your body 

prolonging your symptoms.

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EXPLANATION OF TITHES COMPUTATIONS  

Leviticus 27:31   And if a man will at all redeem ought of his tithes, he shall add thereto the fifth  part thereof. 

 

 Leviticus 27:13    But if he will at all redeem it  (His TITHES),   

then he shall add a fifth (20%) part thereof (of his Tithes) unto thy estimation. 

 

REDEEM ,    1. to regain, keep, take back  

 

FIFTH ,         1. one of 5 equal parts of something  

 

THEREOF    1. of it or that, 2. from that  

 

TITHES   =   10% (a tenth) of your increase (Your Net Income)  

 

A FIFTH =    20% of your Tithes  

Example: If your increase (Net income) is $100.00 your Tithes (a tenth=10%) would be $10.00 If you redeem your 

Tithes you are to add a fifth (20%)  of your Tithes {not your Net Income} to it. 

Let's do the MATH:   

(Net Income)                                     (A Tenth)                                               (Tithes) 

            $100.00                  X                    10%                      =                    $10.00  

 

 

  (Tithes)                                          (A Fifth)                                               (Interest) 

            $10.00                    X                    20%                      =                   $ 2.00        

 

 YOUR TOTAL TITHES WOULD BE $12.00  
 

ü      Another way to calculate your Tithes if you redeem them is to multiply your 

NET Income by 12%, that is what you would owe including interest. 

 

Example: If your Net is $100.00: multiply it by 12%.  $100.00 X 12% = $12.00 

We hope this helps you to calculate your tithes correctly .
